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Overall Situation:  
River Sutlej at G.S.Wala is at Low Flood Level with water outflow of 77,100 cusec, and at Sulemanki it has increased but still is in Low flood Level with water outflow 62,700 cusec.  All the major rivers and nullahs are flowing normal.  Water flow through hill torrents in DG Khan and Rajanpur districts has been reported, and overall situation is normal except high water flow in the hill torrent Kaura in DG Khan that may have affected agriculture lands in UC Fateh Khan Nutkhani in Taunsa. 

Punjab Rains / Floods Situation (past 24 hrs):   Scattered rain was observed in Punjab during last 24hrs, out of which the maximum was recorded in Sialkot 89mm, Khushab 74mm, Okara 46mm, RY Khan 42mm.

Response:   District governments are alert and well prepared to respond to emergency situation.  

Situation of Rivers, Streams and Water Reservoirs:  Water outflow at Marala in River Chenab is 43,900 cusec and at Khanki 43,300 cusec which are slightly increased than yesterday but below low level flood. All major rivers are flowing normal.  Following is the water flow at Hill Torrents in DG Khan district;

Sakhi Sarwar 9,370 cusec, Kaura 43,626 cusec, Vador 24,467 cusec, Sangher 14,527 cusec, Mithawan 1,593 cusec.

Weather Forecast/ Predictions:  Widespread rain with isolated heavy falls expected in next 24hrs.
